
Installing Hard drives in DualDisk

1. Remove the four screws securing the lid of the unit. After the screws are removed, slide the cover off the unit.

2. Secure the hard drives to the hard drive holders with the eight screws provided.
Make sure the support peg is towards the front of the drives and upside.
Set the jumpers on the hard drive. The hard drive nearest to the ATA/FireWire bridge board will be set as Slave, while the 
other drive will be set as Master.
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3. Make sure the drives are turned over with the securing plate facing upwards.
Insert the connector in the middle of the IDE cable into the connector of the slave drive. 
To ensure a good fit within the DualDisk case the IDE cable needs to be folded as shown in fig 4 to fig 7. Be careful not to 
crease the cable, as it may otherwise get damaged.

4. Insert the Drive bay into the unit and connect the power cables to the drives. Connect the IDE cable to the IDE connector of 
the ATA/FireWire bridge board.
At this stage, test the unit by formatting the drives and copying data to the drives. 

5. Secure the drive bay with the four screws provided.
Slide the cover back onto the unit and secure it with the screws you removed in step 1.
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
